! Message from the

Moderator
--Under Orders—
When | was a boy,
learning how to work
like a man, I
occasionally grumbled

Carl and Gina Lammers that chores my parents
directed | perform were too difficult. Mowing a lawn,
washing cars, and sweeping the family garage were oh so
difficult. Now the very things about which | grumbled are
either easy or second nature.

At this hour, Billy Graham is frail. Our founding pastor,
Bob Pitman is semi-retired. They are evangelists. For
many, evangelism is what they did and not meant for
others. Can that really be true? Are the Biblical
directives to evangelize for the gifted only? At the Berlin
Congress on Evangelism John R. W. Stott said: “We
engage in evangelism, not necessarily because we want
to, or because we choose to, or because we like to; but
because we have been told to. The church is under
orders. The risen Lord has commanded us to go, to
preach, and to make disciples, and that is enough for us.”

Recall: The Christmas angels evangelized. They brought
“good tidings of great joy” (Luke 2:10). Jesus evangelized.
He preached the “glad tidings of the kingdom of God”
(Luke 8:1). Paul evangelized, “I have preached to you the
gospel” (2 Corinthians 11:7). Philip evangelized. He
“preached unto him Jesus” (Acts 8:35). Evangelism in the
Bible, then, was a ministry of spoken words. Evangelism
means “to make known the message of the gospel.”

“Setting the example” is good but it is not a substitute
for evangelism. Words have to be spoken; the core
content of the gospel has to be communicated. @ The
good news is that Jesus died on the cross and rose from
the dead to pay the penalty for our sins and to purchase a
place for us in heaven. Jesus turns away God’s justifiable
wrath on the cross. (Romans 3:25; John 3:36). Evangelism
then, is the presenting of Jesus Christ, so people will
accept Him as their Savior from their guilt and sin’s power
to declare him Lord of their lives. Evangelism and
witnessing can become second nature. After all, we are
under orders. We have been told several times: 1s.43.10;
Mt. 28.16-20; Mk.16.15; Lk.24.46-48; Jn.20.21; Acts 1.8.

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Message from the

Chairman of the Board
--Four Questions--

One of my favorite paradigms to
encourage teams to think about
advancing ministry is asking four
guestions: Who am I?  Where
am I? Which was is home? How 3
do | get there? These four Linda and Paul Doriani
guestions in considering ministry
inevitably lead to the basics. In football the basics include
blocking and tackling. In ministry, basics always involve
Jesus. We examined those four questions in Florida at
the October board meeting. Here are some highlights of
our answers and discussions.

As to our identity, we are children of God (Jn 1.12),
friends of Jesus (Jn 15:15), justified through faith, so we
have peace with God through Jesus Christ (Rm 5:1).

Dustin VanHook offered an excellent presentation to
answer, “Where are we?” We stand in the midst of
powerful philosophical currents indifferent if not hostile
to our faith in Christ. His talk entitled “Postmodernism —
Reaching a Generation that Believes in Nothing”
underscored what is true for large numbers of young
people: there is no truth, meaning, or certainty. Their
feelings approximate thinking; they listen with their eyes
while attempting to think with feelings.

The way home is through narrative because we can
only find our story in Jesus’ story; we can only find
meaning in our lives by discovering the meaning of Jesus’
life, ministry, death, resurrection, post resurrection
appearances and ascension.

We arrive home by declaring His victory over sin and
death on the cross. In Luke 24, when Jesus was on the
road to Emmaus, he says the whole scripture is about me.
It's all about me. So we don't just encounter Jesus when
we get to Matthew, Mark, Luke and John. Jesus appears
in the beginning of the Bible and he comes at the end of
the Bible and everywhere in between. We have to help
pastors and elders, adults, youth and children understand
the centrality of Jesus in the Scriptures. Please join us in
the joyful task of proclaiming and exalting Jesus by
delivering the central message: Jesus Saves.

Tampa, FL. A divine appointment led Pastor Charles
Patrick and Carl Lammers to meet and subsequently to
appeal to the Knox Board of Directors to finance and to
plant an Alpha Course at Christlike Ministries in a process
where Carl will “train the trainers” over 12 weeks. The
leadership training and Alpha Course at Christlike begins
in January 2012. Pray that each soul which passes
through Christlike Ministries discovers the power and
peace offered by Jesus. But there is much more to the
story. This is a congregation that is positively solar hot
for the gospel.

Christlike Ministries Pastor Charles Patrick knows heaven
and hell, life with Jesus and life without. The latter led
him to prison and spending nights under a freeway
overpass. The former led him to personal renewal and a
rewarding profession as a “tent making” pastor on fire for
the Lord. A certified HC/AC repairman by day, Charles
pastors on lunch hours, nights, weekends and vacations
at Christlike Ministries, a lively congregation of 100 adults
and children who worship together on Wednesdays and
Sundays. Christlike is engaged in full spectrum outreach
which includes 40 men in a homeless shelter located
above the sanctuary and across the street in a small
churched owned home. “The program” as it is called,
includes many from Florida correctional institutions and
has a waiting list. Probation officers love the program
because the process begins with a commitment to know
Jesus followed by “nuts and bolts” evangelism and
discipleship, restoration and work toward independence.
The living spaces are compressed but have Air Force
barracks-like cleanliness. The kitchen passes all local
health inspections in spite of the grueling schedule of
three meals seven days week, 52 weeks per year. The
men will repair the leaky roof and will work with Habitat
for Humanity to expand the living quarters to relieve
overcrowding and to include women in the program. But
who will help Charles with expanding Christlike’s
evangelism training? Help finance Sunday School
materials? Buy the Bibles for new believers? Enter Knox
Fellowship, committed to evangelism and discipleship,
and completing the Kingdom of God.

Babylonian Captivity 2012 Style

Our evangelistic challenge is multi-dimensional. It
seems like we are in a cultural Babylonian captivity —
surrounded on all sides by hostile or unhelpful forces.
Whole churches are theologically destroyed or diluted of
the gospel’s power, reduced to mere civic clubs. We
want to go home and the only way home is through
Jesus’ narrative because we can only find our story in His
story; we can only find meaning in our lives by focusing
on the meaning of Jesus’ life, death, resurrection and
exultation. He is truth and there is no other.

Consider: Interrelated philosophical movements
affect the church and shape the consciousness of
everyone. Yet Jesus says, “Enter through the narrow
gate...” (Mt 7.13-14). Society advocates, “Pluralism.”
Jesus says, “l am the Way...” (Jn 14.6). Churches diminish
Jesus’ uniqueness through over reaching ecumenism.
The Apostle writes, “The message of the cross is
foolishness...” (ICor 1.18-25). We observe Western
universities are given over entirely to Enlightenment
rationalism and scientific method while de-emphasizing
Christian theology for centuries. Jesus affirms the Ten
Commandments (Mt. 5.19; Ex.20.1-17). Yet, silly but
ultimately dangerous notions are frequently taken for
granted such as every opinion is legitimate, no Universal
truths are to be found, and morals are conditioned solely
by one’s culture and biography.

Our ministry proclaims lovingly, energetically and
continuously our risen Savior, Jesus Christ, at all times
and everywhere --even in the face of hostility to the One
who proclaimed, "I am THE way and THE truth and THE
life; no one comes to the Father except through me."
Truth is Jesus. Again, Jesus is the truth and there is no
other. We lift up Jesus, who he is (Col 1.15-20), and
what he gives (John 10.10). God has given us the burden
of evangelism which we joyfully accept. Our confession
like Peter’'s at Caesarea does not change in the midst of
current blindness but how, where and with whom we
evangelize must be guided by an anointed strategy that
presupposes devotion to prayer, agility and innovation
guided by the Holy Spirit (Matt 16.13-18). We recall,
even in the midst of the first Babylonian captivity, God
says, “You are my witnesses,” declares the LORD, “and
my servant whom | have chosen, so that you may know
and believe me and understand that | am he. Before me
no god was formed, nor there one after me.” Read the
whole section at Isaiah 43.8-13.

Envision all churches exalting Jesus.
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Matthew 1.18-25

'8 This is how the birth of Jesus the Messiah came about:
His mother Mary was pledged to be married to Joseph,
but before they came together, she was found to be
pregnant through the Holy Spirit. *° Because Joseph her
husband was faithful to the law, and yet did not want to
expose her to public disgrace, he had in mind to divorce
her quietly.

® But after he had considered this, an angel of the Lord
appeared to him in a dream and said, “Joseph son of
David, do not be afraid to take Mary home as your wife,
because what is conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit. **
She will give birth to a son, and you are to give him the
name Jesus, because he will save his people from their
sins.” 22Aithis took place to fulfill what the Lord had said
through prophet: 2 “The virgin will conceive and give
birth to 3 ad they will call him Immanuel” (which
means “God'v :
* When Joseph woke-ug : € angel of the
Lord had commanded him and took Mary home as his
wife. * But he did not consummate their marriage until
she gave birth to a son. And he gave him the name Jesus.

Coalition for Christian Outreach (CCO)

CCO is a campus ministry which partners with
churches, colleges and other organizations to develop
men and women who live out their Christian faith in
every area of life. CCO’s ministry is distinct in three ways:
9 The ministry is transformational. CCO challenges the

students to submit every area of their lives to Jesus.

T CCO partners with churches and colleges placing staff
in strategic positions of influence on campus. Some
CCO staff serve on campuses as an extension of the
local church such as Knox board member, Dustin Van-
Hook who serves on two college campuses and at
Covenant  Central Presbyterian  Church in
Williamsport, PA where Paul Doriani is Sr. Pastor.
Other CCO staffers may work as residence hall
directors, coaches or student activities directors.

 CCO engages in contextual ministry meaning that
CCO staff people adjust to the needs of the particular
campus at which they serve. No two CCO ministries
look exactly alike. So Dustin adapts to life in
Williamsport as an extension of the local church.

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A Teacher at Heart

Paul Doriani is always
sharing and teaching. He
teaches what he knows such
as music to his grandson
Samuel Alvey (R), the gospel
through sermon, song and
Bible study or how to witness
on-on-one through the
Evangelism  Explosion  (EE)
method to collegians. Starting
in January 2012, Paul will gather nine students, several of
which are “baby” Christians from Lycoming College and
Pennsylvania College of Technology to teach them how to
witness in comprehensive fashion.

EE’s basic strategy for accomplishing its goal is
expressed in its name. “Evangelism” correlates with the
intensive aspect of EE’s strategy; that is, promoting
personal evangelism through highly structured classroom
and practical training. Paul will adapt the basic EE
method to the local situation, teach and lead in the
classroom and take the students on practical application
outings around Williamsport and the two campuses.
“Explosion” refers to multiplication as a key
component—not just winning people to the Lord one-by-
one (addition). But training those won to the Lord to win,
and then train, others. In the Book of Acts we read that
the disciples “multiplied” and “multiplied exceedingly.”
This shift from addition to spiritual multiplication offers
the one real hope of sharing the Gospel with a world
population that is, itself, continually multiplying.

This basic strategy is informed by four additional
principles: (1) friendship, (2) evangelism, (3) discipleship,
and (4) healthy growth. Each of the four principles applies
to the intensive aspect of EE’s mission (evangelism), while
the fourth principle (healthy growth) applies to the
extensive aspect (explosion) as well, and in a special way.
When the critical mass of a congregation is focused on
evangelism, there is growth.

EE also stresses the fact that it does not want the
Gospel presentation to sound “canned.” Paul will ensure
those trained in EE will learn how to deal with
unexpected turns in the conversation, objections to the
message, and will come to understand the Gospel itself in
a fuller way. EE was founded by the late Dr. D. James
Kennedy in 1970. Several Knox Fellowship board
members have taken the 6-day leadership clinic to learn
how to establish this vital ministry in local congregations.
